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What’s Happening in the Library for Grade 4-7
Term 2 we started our first Spul’u’kwuks Reading Bingo Challenge! Each 
bingo square has a different reading task encouraging students to read variety 
of literature. Students who filled out 1 line were able to enter a draw for prizes. 
Students who filled out 3 lines (reading at least 12 books!!) got an invite to a 
celebration party!

Why do a bingo challenge?  Why it is important for students to 
explore multiple types of literature?

Books allow 
students to expand their vocabularies and gain a better understand 
themselves and others. When books reflect the diverse groups of people in 
the world around them, children learn to develop respect for themselves and 
others. 

We want to encourage students to read books in which they can see 
themselves reflected, but also as a window for them to explore the world 
around them.
